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REGISTRATION AND RE-REGISTRATION APPLICATION
PROCEDURES FOR CANDIDATE REGISTRATION
1. REQUIREMENTS

Inclusion in the National Register of Italian Certified Toxicologists (RENTIC) aims to recognize high standards of knowledge, skills, experience, and professional standing of scientists engaged in the field of Toxicology. The registration requirements are:
a) Academic Degree (MD, PhD, MSc o BSc) in Toxicology, Pharmacy, Biomedical Sciences, Veterinary Science, Agriculture, Chemistry or Medicine. Other Academic Degrees can only be accepted if the educational level is recognized by the RENTIC Evaluation Committee.

b) Basic knowledge of the major areas of Toxicology. There are two routes to meet this requirement:

· postgraduate courses in the field of Toxicology (e.g., Academic Teaching Excellence (ATE), Human Experimental Toxicology postgraduate course (HETE), Toxicology Program or other equivalent courses) 

· professional experience by on the job training documented by peer-reviewed publications, study reports, other editorial activities (book chapter, toxicological evaluation, book publisher, etc..) teaching activities in the field of Toxicology, evaluation activities or consulting activities based on toxicological   knowledge
c) At least 5 years of relevant toxicological experience 

d) Current professional engagement in the Toxicological field.

2. DOCUMENTATION FOR THE APPLICATION

A non-refundable payment receipt of € 100,00 (onehundred/00) must be enclosed with the application request for the evaluation of the application.

Applications may only be submitted by SITOX Members or Members of EUROTOX/IUTOX Member Societies’s or by EUROTOX Individual Members.

The following documents shall be included:

· CV containing all requirements listed above 

· Certificates/documents of academic education

· List of publications on peer reviewed journal or a list of study reports, other editorial activities (chapter book, toxicological evaluation, book publisher, etc..)

· List of professional experience as tutor, list of experience in regulatory field, or consultancy, or equivalent in terms of toxicology.

· Employment references confirming experience in the field of Toxicological Sciences (at least 5 years of relevant toxicological experience)

· Names and contact details of two RENTIC/ERT referees that support the application. These experts should be fully aware of the candidate’s knowledge, skills, experience, and professional standing in Toxicology. They should know the Candidate personally as well as his/her background and professional accomplishments in Toxicology. Referees must be appointed by the RENTIC Evaluation Committee.

APPROVAL OF THE REGISTRATION REQUEST

Registration is valid for a period of 5 years.

Based on the approval of the RENTIC Evaluation Committee, the RENTIC Secretariat will include the new members in the National Register and will issue a certificate (both in Italian and in English) which is valid for a 5-year period.

EUROTOX will certify these individuals as European Registered Toxicologists (ERTs) without further evaluation
3. REGISTRATION FEE

The new RENTIC/ERT member must pay to the RENTIC Secretariat, within three months after the inclusion communication in the Register, the five-year registration fee of € 100,00 (onehundred/00).

PROCEDURES FOR RE-REGISTRATION APPLICATION

1. PROCEDURES FOR THE CANDIDATE RE-REGISTRATION
To renew the registration for another 5 years (re-registration), the candidate must submit documents containing relevant information about his/her activity in Toxicology during the past 5-year period of registration.

Applications may only be submitted by SITOX Members or Members of EUROTOX/IUTOX Member Societies’s or by EUROTOX Individual Members.

A non-refundable payment receipt of € 100,00 (onehundred/00) must be enclosed with the application request for the evaluation of the documentation.

In order to qualify for re-registration, candidates shall submit to the RENTIC Evaluation Committee:

a) CV containing relevant information such as details of updating Continuing Professional Development (CPD) which should amount to no less than 5 working days per year, and a short description of professional positions and activities in the field of Toxicology during the past 5-year period of registration.

b) An UPDATE list of publications on peer reviewed journals, or a list of study reports and other editorial activities (chapter book, toxicological evaluation, book publisher, ecc.) 

c) Documentation of continued professional activities in the field of Toxicology, activities in expert committees and education in toxicology, attendance to educational courses and meetings and similar.
The Committee will keep in strict confidentiality all information provided by an applicant.

APPROVAL OF THE RE-REGISTRATION REQUEST

Re-Registration is valid for a period of 5 years.

Based on the approval of the RENTIC Evaluation Committee the RENTIC Secretariat will keep the members in the RENTIC Register and will issue a certificate (both in Italian and in English) about the re-registration which is valid for a further 5-year period.

2. RE-REGISTRATION FEE

The re-registered member must pay to the RENTIC Secretariat, within three months after the inclusion communication in the Register, the five-year registration fee of € 100,00 (onehundred/00).

GENERAL CRITERIA FOR EVALUATION

Applications will be evaluate according to the following criteria:

· Each Member of the Commission will give a score to the documentation received.

· The final score will be expressed as an average of the scores express by each Member of the RENTIC Evaluation Committee.
· Candidates who score equal or more than 60/100 will be enrolled in the RENTIC/ERT register.
· For the re-registration request, candidates who score equal or more than 70/100 will be considered suitable.
The RENTIC Evaluation Committee, in collaboration with the RENTIC Secretariat, will collect and published for each meeting the list of Candidates with the requirements of eligibility, of Candidates for whom additional documentation will be requested and motivate the judgments of the Candidates not considered suitable.

RENTIC ADMINISTRATION
a)  RENTIC revenues
RENTIC revenues consist of payments for the inclusion of the Candidates in the Register and the five-year fee for registration and re-registration.

b)  Management of the RENTIC revenues
RENTIC revenues will be used for the following purposes:

· Registration management

· RENTIC Secretariat maintenance
· Postal costs, thelephone and chancellery
· Reimbursement of the travel expenses of the RENTIC Evaluation Committee
· EUROTOX registration fee.

c)  RENTIC Management

The RENTIC Secretariat will keep the Register up-to-date: by entering new subscribers, and excluding unsuitable candidates (according to the EUROTOX Guidelines).

d)  Management of the RENTIC information 

The President will send the Registry to the Institutions indicated in the Statute or indicated from time to time by the RENTIC Evaluation Committee and/or by the SITOX or EUROTOX Board of Directors every six months.

· For the purposes of the evaluation, it is mandatory to attach to the application an updated list of papers in extenso published in peer reviewed journals (ISI) or a list of study reports, other publishing activity (book chapters, toxicological evaluations, book publisher, etc..), in original or in self-certified copy, up to a maximum of 10 papers and 10 reports.

· The summary of the study with the omission of the substances name is sufficient for the confidential material.
